SAINT OF THE WEEK

Francis de Sales, Bishop and Doctor,
1567-1622

Francis was born France and studied at the
University of Padua where he received his
doctorate in law at the age of twenty-four. Despite
the opposition of his father and an offer of a high
government position, Francis chose to become a
priest and was ordained in 1593. He was a very
good preacher and spoke with clear, plain
language. Many people came to hear him. He also
loved the poor and rejected, and was committed
to them throughout his life. Eventually, because of
his holiness, he was made a bishop.

Francis was dedicated to people whose faith was
weak and he worked to bring them back to the
faith. How can you help the church welcome back
those whose faith has grown cold?

We celebrate the memorial for St. Francis de Sales
on January 24.

Francis' message today: Despite the clear danger
to himself, Francis did not hesitate to volunteer to
help bring back the “lost sheep” of Chablais. Each
of us probably knows some lost sheep, family
members or neighbors who no longer go to
church. We can encourage them to return to the
faith by prayer, our example, and a quiet word or
two.
» Have you prayed for those people who have
fallen away? Invite someone who has left the
fold to attend church with you.

GOODNESS, EXPLAINED!

Virtues, Explained

In the beginning, goodness was all there was.
And in the end, only goodness will remain.

The word “good” is repeated so often in the first
verses of Genesis that it has become almost
cliché. God sees what He has made, and He calls
all of it “good” (Genesis 1:31). Likewise, on the very
first page of the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, we read that God created man “in a plan
of sheer goodness ... to make him share in his
own blessed life.” (CCC 1). When we see goodness,
we cannot help but think of God (Wisdom 13:1).

In baptism, the Holy Spirit gives us the
sanctifying grace of justification, which is,among
other things, the ability to grow in goodness
through an increase in moral virtue (CCC 1266).
Baptism, therefore, disposes us toward goodness,
and the more we ask the Holy Spirit for goodness,
the more it will be possible for us.
