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OUR FAITH EXPLAINED

Serenity, Explained!

VIRTUES, EXPLAINED!

The word “serenity” is only found once in the
Catechism of the Catholic Church: in the section
describing the effects of the Sacrament of
Reconciliation, quoting the Council of Trent when it
declared that a good confession “is usually followed
by peace and serenity of conscience.” (CCC 1468)

This may give the impression that serenity is not a
foremost Catholic virtue, but the succinctness of the
Catechism’s reference is actually proof of serenity’s
importance.

What is serenity? It is an attitude of calm, one that
can only be identified when contrasted with turmoil.
It is stillness in a storm. It is Christ, walking steadily
across the raging waves.

That the Catechism links it exclusively with
reconciliation to God tells us all we need to know
about this virtue. Where can we find calm in turmoil,
stillness in storm? Where can we find serenity?

There is only one place: the merciful embrace of God
in His sacraments.

SAINT OF THE WEEK

Justin, a layman, lived in the very early years of
the Church. He was a great teacher and his
writings remain with us today. He was an
historian who wrote about the Christian faith.
He explained the Eucharist and other
celebrations, to help many people come to the
faith. He often debated pagan scholars of the
day, and was eventually tortured and killed
because of that. We honor him today for this
great contribution to the Church.

Justin searched for a time before finding God.
Once he had found God, he kept the faith even
to death. Although martyrdom may not be the
fate of any of us, we should be prepared to
defend our faith at any given moment.

Saint Justin is a patron of philosophers. We
honor this martyr by a memorial on June 1.

	Justin, Martyr, c. 100-165
	Justin, a layman, lived in the very early years of the Church. He was a great teacher and his writings remain with us today. He was an historian who wrote about the Christian faith. He explained the Eucharist and other celebrations, to help many people come to the faith. He often debated pagan scholars of the day, and was eventually tortured and killed because of that. We honor him today for this great contribution to the Church.
